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The City of Olean WWTP Main Pump Station was the source of several odor complaints prompting the City to address an aging ventilation system and odors generated from the aerated grit process.   The Main Pump Station is the facility headworks structure and includes screening, grit removal and primary pumping systems to support the WWTP.  The City of Olean implemented a capital improvements project in 2004 and 2005 to treat odors generated at the Main Pump Station using biofiltration and heating and ventilation improvements in additional buildings to reduce operation and maintenance costs.  

This presentation will highlight the overall project including identification of odor sources and types; selection of appropriate treatment technologies and project implementation.  Attendees will gain a better understanding of wastewater odor sources and types; and design characteristics of biofiltration.
